	Key Question: Who were the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings and why did they invade and settle in Britain?
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English: We are reading The Spiderwick – Chronicles in our English lessons. It is an enchanting story, full of intrigue into the mysterious world of fairies and other small mythical creatures. A good source for work on character and motivation, as well as giving insight into American culture.
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Maths: In Maths we are continuing the White Rose scheme, focusing initially on Multiplication, Division then moving onto Area, Fractions and Decimals. We’ll also be practising our times tables in preparation for the Times Table Check. This national test happens at the end of Year 4, and assesses whether children know all their tables to 12x12 ‘by heart’. 
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Science: This term we are learning about States of Matter. We will be focusing on solids, liquids and gases We will be looking at how and why their forms change. There are many opportunities to learn scientific words and find out about some amazing processes that we take for granted in everyday life.
