Painted Paper and foil birds: I love watching the birds in my garden so I decided to make one out of foil and painted paper. Follow the picture instructions here to make your own. It did take me quite a long time but it was fun (and sticky)!

1) Make a bird shape out of scrunched up paper then cover with foil. 

2) Tear up some coloured paper and glue it onto the bird shape 
(use plenty of glue) then leave it to dry.

3) Paint some paper with the colours you want for your bird. (I painted onto the blank backs of some envelopes I got through the post.) Leave these to dry then rip them into feather pieces. I chose to rip some long, some shorter and some really small feather shapes for around the neck.

4) Finally glue them onto your bird, overlapping them. Think about where the wings will go, angling the feathers outwards. Mine wouldn’t sit properly on the table as its tail was too short so I hung it up instead!
